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SYNOPSIS

PFi patrole v okoli zakladny Bagram se ¢esti vojaci mohou setkat s hazenim kameni, vybusninou na
cesté nebo se sebevrazednym atentatnikem. Jak se dd zneSkodnit? Co je to eskalace sily? A co ma na
starosti patra¢ tymu? Za okamzik vdm nabidneme dali reportaz Lucie Vyborné a Tomase Cerného z
Afganistanu.

Vojaci Ceské 11.strdzni roty maji na afghanské zdkladné v Bagramu na starosti patroly. Pfi vyjezdu
obrnénym vozidlem typu M-rap musi byt pfipraveni na rlizné scénare: tfeba na pohyb ve mésté i na
setkani se sebevrazednym atentatnikem. Trénink na tamnim polygonu pro boj proti improvizovanym
vybugnym zafizenim nataceli Lucie Vyborna a Tomas Cerny.

While on patrol in the surroundings of the Bagram base, the Czech soldiers may encounter stone
throwing, an explosive on their way or a suicide-bomber. How to neutralize him? What is an
escalation of force? And what are the responsibilities of the team’s reconnaissance specialist?
Shortly, we will offer you another reportage from Afghanistan by Lucie Vyborna and Tomas Cerny.

In the Afghan base in Bagram, the soldiers of the 11" Czech Guard Company are responsible for
patrols. When on duty in the MRAP armoured vehicle, they have to be prepared for diverse scenarios
such as manoeuvring in the town or encountering a suicide bomber. The training for combatting
improvised explosive devices at the local training range has been recorded by Lucie Vyborna and
Tomas Cerny.
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Jsme na takovém poloopusténém vojenském dvorku s nékolika rozpadlymi
vojenskymi stavbami, dvéma auty, ktera vypadaji jako po vybuchu...

Budeme trénovat eskalaci sily, pouzivame silu postupné. Nereagujeme okamzité, ze
bysme — laicky feceno — kazdyho, koho potkdme a nezda se ndm zastrelili, ale mame
postupy, kdy voldme, mavame, snazime se komunikovat, v pfipadé, ze by
nereagovali, tak ta eskalace jde az do kone¢ného stadia, pouziti smrtici sily. Je to
tréninky, kdy pouzivame tzv. roll playery — herce. Dokresluji tu situaci venku. Mame
mistni obleceni...

Ted dostanou ukoly, nékdo se brani, nékdo utoci.

Proto, aby oni méli Sanci eskalovat silu, tak si to nadejdes aZ odsud... mdZes na né
zacCit gestikulovat, tu ruku si hlidat, tak jak kdyby ses chtél odpalit.. kdyz té nebudou
okamzité eskalovat, pokracuj dal a klidné se rozebéhni a odpal se.

To je teda divnej pocit, bejt u toho i tréninkové.
Ten spinac na odpaleni, to si da rukdvem do dlané.

Je to cvi¢né zafizeni, v podstaté vesta sebevrazedného atentatnika. Tenhle spinac
nezplsobi vybuch (elektronicky zvuk), misto toho vysila jen varovny signal.

Rika americky spolupracovnik nasi jednotky. Sledujeme nacvik jednoho z moznych
scénarll pri patrole.

Jedna osoba hazi kameny!

Pozor na kameny jo?!

Hazeni kamen je bézna véc?

Ano, bohuzZel. To je ndrodni sport tady. Vétsinou déti.

Momentalné patrola prochazi mezi kalatem a zdi. Na prvnim misté jde patrac, ktery
vlastné zodpovida za presun té jednotky.

My jsme pfimo v kalatu, v néjaké budové, ktera je zfejmé civilni a za nami je muz
v civilnim obleceni.

Je to tady jakoby béZznym jevem, spoustu téch mistnich se chce podivat prosté na tu
jednotku, co déla. Spousta téch incidentl a postupu téch jednotek je nahravana,
takZe se snaZi nacist ten nas postup.

Pockej, Péto... stuj, stuj, to je znacka na zdi jo, se podivame, jestli tady néco neni.
Klikihdk na zdi, tecka, ¢ara Sikma... na to ¢lovék musi davat bacha na takovy véci?
Vétsinou jo no, to mlze byt pro né néjaka znacka, Ze tam je néjaka nastraha... cokoliv.

Ted budou vchazet do prostoru, z kterého prakticky neni dniku — ohraniceny dvéma
zdmi, musi si to tady zabezpecit, pfi vybuchu se z toho stane tunel. My tamtudy
musime projit, ale pouzivdme minimum sil k tomu neZ to zabezpecime.
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We are standing in a semi-abandoned military courtyard with several dilapidated
military buildings and two cars, which seem to have been destroyed in an explosion...

We will be training Escalation of Force. We intensify force gradually, so we do not
respond immediately by — in layman's terms — shooting anyone we meet because he
seems suspicious. Instead, we have procedures when we call, wave our hands and try
to communicate and if they don't respond, we escalate force up to the final point of
lethal force. These are trainings when we use role players. They help illustrate the
situation outside. We have local clothes...

Now they will be assigned roles, some will be defenders and some attackers.

So to give them the opportunity to escalate force, you will go from as far as from
here... You can start gesturing at them and mind your hand, as if you want to blow
yourself up... If they won't escalate you immediately, you can go on and even run and
blow yourself up.

It's a strange feeling to be here, even if it's just a training.
The trigger, he puts it down the sleeve to his hand.

It's a training aid, a suicide-bomber's vest actually. The trigger won't cause an
explosion (an electronic sound), instead, it sends a warning signal.

Says an American soldier working with our unit. We are witnessing the training of
one possible patrol scenario.

There's one person throwing stones!

Watch out for the stones, will you?!

Throwing stones is a common thing?

Unfortunately it is. It's a national sport here. Mostly children.

The patrol is just passing between the galat and the wall. A reconnaissance specialist
goes in front of them. He's actually responsible for the movement of the unit.

We are right in the galat, in a building, probably a civilian one, and behind us, there is
a man in civilian clothes.

This is pretty normal as many locals want simply to look at the soldiers, to see what
they are doing. Many incidents and procedures of the units are recorded so they are
trying to study the way we proceed.

Wait, Petya... stop, stop, there's a sign on the wall, you see. Let's check to see
whether there's something.

Some squiggles on the wall, a dot and a slant line... So one has to pay attention to
those things?

Mostly yes. Why, it can be a sign for them indicating there's an ambush or something.

Now they'll be entering a space from which there's no escape —it's surrounded by
two walls. They must make it safe for in case of explosion it'll be a tunnel. We must
go through that space but first we use minimum force to make it safe.

Dival ses po zemi, hledals” /ajejdycka — zkratka
pro improvizované vybusné zafizeni/, ale ta nejvétsi hrozba byla tady — ¢lovék pred
tebou, ktery evidentné mél nafoukly to obleceni, spinac. Co fikam pofad: kontroluju
mu ruce.

A ja jsem se dival zezadu a prvni reakce, ktera byla , stuj, stuj...”“ to musi byt (zafve
hodné silné) ,,Stuj, kurrrrvaal”, rozumis? Jako Uplné to eskalujes.

Kdyz jsme byli v té Gzké ulicce a pfed nami byl sebevrazedny atentatnik, tak jsem si
uvédomil, Ze to je moZna ta situace ze srpna (5. srpna 2018 zahynuli tfi cesti vojaci
v podobné situaci na patrole-pozn. red.) ne?

... stejnej pocet osob... ano. Pfesné takhle to bylo. A to je praveé ten dlivod, proc
tuhletu situaci musime trénovat.

/Zvuk helikoptéry/

Ze zékladny Bagram Lucie Vyborna a Tomas Cerny, Radiozurnal.
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Stop. Stop, stop, stop...

Some fifteen metres in front of us —a man in white. With a cap.

/drezh! drezh luftan!/ Drezh luftan means halt please. Hey /drezh/! You see it?
Yeah, there in the corner.

/an electronic sound/

The wailing sound meant the suicide bomber blew himself up.

So let's sum up the stage we went through. You were watching the ground searching
for IED's /standing for Improvised Explosive Devices/, but the biggest threat was right
here —a man in front of you with apparently bulging clothes and with a trigger. What
| always say: one must check his hands.

And I've been watching from behind and the first reaction was “halt, halt...”, but it
must be (he shouts really loud) “Haaaalt, you bastard!”, understand? You escalate it.

As we were in the narrow passage and there was this suicide-bomber in front of us, |
realized this might be the last August's situation, wasn't it? (Note: on 5 August 2018,
three Czech soldiers died in a similar situation while on patrol)

...the same number of persons... yes. It was exactly like this. And that is why we have
to train this particular situation.
